Course Description: A survey of prehistoric archaeology inthe American Southwest and
northern Mexico. Covers some aspects of Puebloan ritual life, protohistoric archaeology, and
historic events that inspired the current cultural landscape of the American Southwest.

Evaluation Methods: Grading will be based on three (3) midterm tests, amap quiz (online), an
individual assignment, and a group assignment. The first two midterm tests will be held in class
and will be closed book. The last midterm test will be online and you will select the time you
take the test. The remaining 35% of the course grade will consist of two small assignments
culminating in aterm project designed to help students investigate a particular aspect of
Southwestern archaeology. There will be no final examination.
