COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course takes a comparative approach to the ways people order their lives, and
structure and give meaning to their experiences through gender, class, race, ethnicity,
kinship, religion, language and so on. It looks at how human experience, including our
own, is embedded within particular historical and cultural processes.

Emphasis will be on the diversity of human cultures and what is common to our
species. This course will also emphasize the continuing relevance of anthropological
examination and analysis in a globalizing world.

1. Demonstrate a basic understanding of the concepts, theories, methods, and central
issues of social and cultural anthropology that will form the basis for future studies
in socio-cultural anthropology and the social sciences in general.

3. Demonstrate an appreciation of the social and cultural diversity resulting from the
variety of ways people have organised their lives and given meaning to their
environment and their experiences.

4. Demonstrate the links between the individual, their social world, and global
processes.
